WHERE? LS Lowry was born and raised in Trafford and
Manchester; he walked the streets that you see today.

WHO? Lowry became famous for painting areas in Manchester and Salford 
as well as other towns and cities across the UK. 

He began drawing as a boy and never stopped. These pictures 
include landscapes and seascapes but many of them are based on 
what he saw around him on the streets of Manchester. 

People love his paintings because they show things that everyone 
saw, it’s like you painting a picture of your journey to school.
